. An owner's duty

1. Owners must go to the local city office and register their dog. A dog registration
tag will be issued.

2. Dog registration tags that are broken or lost must be replaced.

3. Al dogs must get a preventative rabies vaccination every year. Call the local city
office for more information about time and place for vaccinations during the months
from April to June. During the other months of the year contact a local veterinary
clinic/hospital.

4. Provide proof of rabies vaccination and the local city office will issue a rabies
vaccination tag for your dosg.

5. Dog rabies vaccination tags that are broken or lost must be replaced.

6. Keep your dog in a fenced area and on a chain.

7. Dog registration and rabies vaccination tags must be attached to the dog collar.

Failure to follow these laws may result in fines.

lll. Owners must be abide by the following rules

1. Fighting dogs must not be out of its cage unless being trained, transported, and
exercised in a manner that does not threaten other people, animals or property.

2. Do not let fighting dogs out of your premises unsupervised.

3. A muzzle or other device is required to prevent biting incidents when taking out
your fighting doe.

4. Fighting dogs must be kept in a cage in principle and placed on a leash.

5. The dog cage must be locked and the key must be strictly controlled by the owner
or caretaker.

©. The dog cage must be placed away from public roads, and access to the cage
must be limited to the owner or caretaker,

(. Place a notice warning the public of the fighting dog. The notice should be visible
and noticeable.

8. Fighting dogs that will not be bred should be spayed or neutered.

Definition of Fighting Dog
Fighting dogs include breeds such as American Pitbull Terriers, Japanese
Tosa-ken, large breeds (55 cm or greater in height).

IV. Claiming your dog . .
at the Prefectural Animal Protection and Control Center.
Dogs are kept a maximum of 5 working days then put down on the following working
day.
It requires a handling charge. Please inquire about the amount of money.
The Prefectural Animal Protection and Control Center can not accept cash. The fee
must be paid with a prefectural stamp. A prefectural stamp can be purchased on the
first floor at the Public Hygiene Center.

The Public Hygiene Center is a beige, two story building that is located on the left
leaving the gate of the Prefectural Animal Protection and Control Center.
