When you RECEIVE a call, always remember to...

1.	 Answer as promptly as possible. 
	 Try to answer before second ring.

2.	 Identify yourself when answering.
	 “Mr. Brown’s office, Miss Andrews.” ... “Personnel, Mason.”

3.	 Speak distinctly and pleasantly.
	 Hold mouthpiece well up in front of lips.

4.	 Avoid trite or abrupt phrases.
	 “Who’s calling? … “Just a moment.” ... “He’s busy.”
 	 “He’s in a conference.” ... “He’s tied up.” … “He isn’t in.”

5.	 .Volunteer the “whereabouts” and “whenabouts” 
	 of an absent person. 
	 “He can be reached in Mr Jones’ office… extension 2-2270.”
	 “He is out of the building until 3 o’clock.”
	 “May I locate him and ask him to call you?”

6.	 Volunteer your own assistance.
	 “Is there anything I could do?” ...
	 “Could I help you?” .... “or anyone else?”

7.	 	Request identity caller only when necessary 
	 and in a tactful manner. 
	 “May I have your name?” ... “May I ask who this is, please?” 

8.	 Explain off-the-line delays. 
	 “It’s in the files… can you wait a moment?”

9.	 Take a message willingly. 
	 Write essential details on a suitable message form; 
	 deliver promptly.

10.	 Transfer elsewhere only when you know definitely 
	 the correct person or number.
 	  Give caller these facts before transferring. 

When you MAKE a call, always remember to...

1.	 Plan an effective conversation.
	 Get your thoughts in order before calling.

2.	 	Place the call yourself, except in special circumstances.
	 Make sure you are on the line ready to talk, 
	 when the called person is reached.

3.	 Have the correct number (or extension) in mind.
	 Consult your directory, or personal number list.

4.	 Listen for the dial tone… dial carefully.

5.	 	Identify yourself immediately to the first person 
	 answering the called telephone.
	 “This is Mr. Johnson… May I speak to Mr. Hodges, please?”

6.	 Identify also, when helpful, your office and purpose calling.
 	 “Mr. Brown, in Accounts… returning Mr. Green’s call.”

7.	 If call is likely to be lengthy ask whether 
	 called person has “time to talk now.”

8.	 Try to complete your business with one call by:
	 a. leaving a message
	 b. securing information

or

9.	 Volunteer your extension and the best time to reach you.
 	 In case you request a “call-back.”

10.	 Keep your conversation brief and businesslike.
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Authority to Impose and cancel MINIMIZE. Com
manders are authorized to impose MINIMIZE within their com-
mand or area of command or area of command responsibility 
unless specifically denied by appropriate higher authority. 
The Joint Chiefs of Staff impose it worldwide as well as in 
any specific area. The Joint Chiefs of Staff or the commander 
concerned, as appropriate, will cancel MINIMIZE when no 
longer required.

OVERRIDE capability. In addition, commanders of uni-
fied and specified commands when declaring either 
Defense Condition One of Defense Emergency and 
CINCNORAD when declaring either Defense Condi-
tion One or Air Defense Emergency may also pre-empt 
FLASH calls in progress by application of the FLASH 
OVERRIDE capability.

4.	 The precedence indicators listed on the following page 
are directed for joint use and specify, by military prece-
dence designator, the relative order in which telephone 
calls should be handled based on the importance (con-
tent) of the call.

1.	 The information to be forwarded is required to avoid a 
seriously detrimental impact on mission accomplish-
ment or safety of life.

2.	  Electrical transmission is the only way to get the infor-
mation to the addressee in sufficient time to accom
plish its purpose.

Alternate Means of Communications. The U.S. mail, 
the U.S. Armed Forces Courier Service, or an individual as 
a courier or messenger should be used instead of using 
electrical means when MINIMIZE is imposed.

2.	 The JUTCPS does not make specific provisions for 
the conduct of test and exercise calls. Those activities 
or individuals authorized or required to conduct such 
tests and exercises will employ precedences consistent 
with the nature of the test or exercise, and upon con-
tacting the called party will identify the call as a FLASH 
test call, IMMEDIATE test call, or PRIORITY test call

3.	 Calls of a given precedence will not normally pre-
empt calls of an equal precedence. However, calls 
originated by the President of the United States, Sec-
retary of Defense and Joint Chiefs of Staff can pre-empt 
FLASH calls in progress by application of their FLASH 

MINIMIZE is a procedure used during periods of crisis 
or other abnormal periods to reduce the volume of record 
and long distance telephone traffic ordinarily transmitted 
electrically. 

MINIMIZE applies to ALL users of DoD communications 
systems, including originators of card and tape traffic.

Procedures. When MINIMIZE is imposed, users of DoD 
electrical communications facilities must determine that:

1.	 Joint Uniform Telephone Communications Precedence 
System (JUTCPS) which became effective Feb. 14, 1970, 
is directed for use by all authorized users of the voice 
communications facilities of the Department of Defense. 
Since the effectiveness of the system depends upon 
cooperation on the part of persons authorized to 
employ it, users must be familiar with the purpose to 
be served by each precedence category and the types 
of calls which may be assigned the respective prece-
dences. Each authorized user should consider whether 
a call requires special precedence and exercise care 
not to request or utilize one higher than the circum-
stances require.

APPLICATION

Flash precedence is reserved generally for telephone calls pertaining 
to: (1) Command and control military forces essential to defense  
and retaliation; (2) Critical intelligence essential to national survival;  
(3) Conduct of diplomatic negotiations critical to the arresting of  limiting 
of hostilities; (4) Dissemination of critical civil alert information essen-
tial to national survival; (5) Continuity of Federal Government func-
tions essential to national survival;  (6) Fulfillment of critical United 
States internal security functions essential to national  survival;  
(7) Catastrophic events of national or international significance. 

Immediate precedence is reserved generally for telephone calls pertaining to: 
(1) Situations which gravely affect the security of national and allied forces; (2) 
Reconstitution of forces in a post-attack period; (3) Intelligence essential to national 
security; (4) Conduct of diplomatic negotiations to reduce or limit the threat of war; 
(5) Implementation of Federal Government actions essential to national survival; 
(6) Situations which gravely affect the internal security of the United States; (7) 
Civil Defense actions concerning direction of our population and their survival; (8) 
Disasters or events of extensive seriousness having an immediate and detrimental 
effect on the welfare of the population; (9) Vital information having an immediate 
effect on aircraft, spacecraft or missile operations.

Priority precedence is reserved generally for telephone calls requiring expeditious 
action by called parties and/or furnishing essential information for the conduct of 
government operations.

Routine precedence designation applies to those official government com-
munications which require rapid transmission by telephonic means but do not 
require preferential handling.

TRANSMISSION PRE-EMPTION

Has precedence over any other telephonic call of lower precedence. 
Pre-empts lower precedence calls. May be pre-empted by the 
application of the FLASH OVERRIDE capability to: (1) The President 
of the United States, Secretary  of Defense and Joint Chiefs of Staff;  
(2) Commanders of unified and specified commands when declaring either 
Defense Condition One or Defense Emergency; (3) CINCNORAD when declaring 
either Defense Condition One or Air Defense Emergency and other national 
authorities as the President may authorize.

Has precedence over any other telephonic call of lower precedence. 
Pre-empts lower precedence calls.

Has precedence over any other telephonic call of lower precedence. 
Pre-empts lower precedence calls.

Has no precedence over any other call and is handled sequentially as placed 
by the calling party. No pre-empt.

A BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE DEFENSE SWITCHED NETWORK
The DSN is a primary information transfer network for the Defense Information Systems 
Network (DISN). The DSN provides the worldwide non-secure voice, secure voice, data, 
facsimile and video teleconferencing services for DoD Command and Control (C2) elements, 
their supporting activities engaged in logistics, personnel, engineering and intelligence, 
as well as other Federal agencies.

In 1982, the DSN was designated by the Office of the Secretary of Defense and the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff (JCS) as the provider of long-distance communications service for the DoD. 
The DSN is designated as a primary system of communication during peacetime and during 
periods of crisis, pre-attack, non-nuclear and post-attack phases of war. The network 
assures non-blocking service for users with flash and flash override precedence capabilities. 
Key users include the National Command Authorities, Commanders in Chief (CINCs) of the 
Unified Commands and strategic and tactical subordinate commanders.

The DSN consists of four subsystems: Switching, Transmission, Timing and Synchronization 
and Network Administration and Management. The DSN Switching Subsystem consists 
of multi-function, stand alone tandem, end office and remote switching units. Using the 
transmission, timing and control elements of the DISN, the switching units interconnect 
all military locations worldwide and provide end-to-end long-distance common user and 
dedicated voice, secure voice, data and video services worldwide.

In addition to non-secure voice, data and video services, the DSN provides transmission, 
switching and support services for Secure Telephone Units, Third Generation (STU-IIIs), 
the Secure Terminal Equipment (STE), the Defense RED Switch Network (DRSN), dial-up 
alternative routing for the Unclassified but Sensitive Internet Protocol (IP) Router Network 
(NIPRNet) and the Secret IP Router Network (SIPRNet). The DSN also provides access to 
the Government Emergency Telephone System (GETS).

FOREWORD
The Defense Switched Network Telephone Directory is 
divided into six geographical listings: Alaska, Canada, the 
Continental United States (CONUS), Europe, the Pacific and 
Central Command.

The Defense Switched Network Telephone Directory cannot 
list all subscriber numbers. It does provide a facility or 
organizational central contact telephone number, which 
is generally an operator assistance number. If you do not 
have the current number for the party to whom you wish to 
speak, use the central contact number to obtain your party’s 
number or to have your call forwarded.

Listings in the directory are in two formats. Both proper name 
and facility type are used for ease of location of posts, bases, 
camps and stations. For example, Camp (CP) Smith, is listed 
as Smith, Camp and CP Smith; the Naval Air Facility at Atsugi is 
listed as Atsugi Naval Air Facility and Naval Air Facility-Atsugi; 

and Lackland Air Force Base (AFB) is listed as Lackland AFB and 
AFB, Lackland. Units identified by numerical designations are 
listed in numerical order, not by unit type. For example, the 121st 
Tactical Fighter Wing (TFW) is listed only as the 121st TFW.

The Defense Switched Network Telephone Directory is 
in alphabetical order by area code (e.g. Alaska, Canada, 
CONUS). The seven-digit operator assistance telephone 
number is sorted numerically.

It is neither cost-effective nor productive to publish and dis-
tribute a hardcopy version of the global Defense Switched 
Network Telephone Directory or to provide a listing of all 
commands, activities, and agencies that have the capability 
to access the network. However, the directory needs the 
widest possible distribution to be useful. The directory is 
made available as a downloadable file on the World Wide 
Web at http://dsnbbs.ncr.disa.mil. If access to the Web is 
unavailable, consult your local operator or your servicing 
command element. Local reproduction is authorized and 
encouraged. Instructions for accessing the DSN Direc-
tory website are set forth in Appendix B: Instructions for 
Accessing the DSN website.

Publishers of local directories are strongly encouraged to 
include any part of this directory in their directories.

NETWORK RECORDING AND SIGNAL TONES 
What do the various tones and recorded announcements 
tell you about the progress or disposition of your call?
•	When you hear a dial tone, the network is ready for your 

call. Dial your number.
•	When you hear a ringing tone, your called number is 

ringing. Wait for your party to answer. On routine calls, 
you should hear a normal ringing tone (10 rings per 
minute). On calls of higher precedence, you will hear a 
very fast ringing tone (30 rings per minute).

•	When you hear a busy tone, several possibilities exist. The 
called number may be in use, local equipment at your loca-
tion may be busy, network equipment may be busy or an 
equipment failure may have occurred. After a brief wait, 
call again. 

•	When you hear a preempt tone, your call was cut off by 
a higher precedence call. Hang up; the call may be for 
you. If the preempted call requires completion, wait a 
short time and redial.

•	A conference call is preceded by a warbling tone. When 
you hear this, stand by for instructions or for the other 
parties of the conference to be connected.

Below are some of the recorded announcements you might 
hear while using the DSN. If you hear one of these announce-
ments and feel it may be an indication of trouble, report the 
possible trouble according to the procedures outlined in the 
“Telephone Trouble and Unsatisfactory Service Reporting” 
section of this directory. Note the error message number and 
provide it to repair personnel. The error message number will 
also be helpful to your supporting telephone service provider 
during the troubleshooting of access problems.
•	 “Your call cannot be completed as dialed. Please consult 

your directory and call again or ask your operator for 
assistance. This is a recording (pause) error message 
number/switch number and country.”

•	 “The precedence used is not authorized for your line. 
Please use an authorized precedence or ask your oper-
ator for assistance. This is a recording (pause) error 
message number/switch number and country.”

•	Routine. The routine precedence applies to official 
government communications that require rapid trans-
mission by telephonic means but do not require pref-
erential handling. A routine call does not preempt any 
other call.

WHAT CATEGORY OF  NETWORK  
CUSTOMER ARE YOU?
There are three types of DSN users:
•	Special Command and Control (C2) Users. A special 

class of user who has direct, unrestricted access to 
the DSN for essential communications and planning, 
and for directing and controlling the operations of 
assigned forces pursuant to assigned missions. This 
user requires capabilities that provide crisis, pre-attack 
and theater non-nuclear war telecommunications service 
for intelligence, alert, and strategic readiness. This user 
also requires communications among the President, 
Secretary of Defense, JCS, Services Chiefs and the 
CINCs. Specifically, these Special C2 users are identi-
fied through one or more Joint Staff, CINC, Service or 
agency validation process. Also, they are all RED switch 
subscribers and the following identified subscribers of 
common user networks:

–– Joint Staff-approved flash override, flash precedence 
origination capability.

–– CINC- or service-approved flash precedence origina-
tion capability.

–– CINC- service-validated, or agency-validated con-
nectivity identified as part of C2 networks that 
support secondary (or lower) strategic connectivity 
missions.

–– CINC-validated minimum essential circuits as  
approved in the Pacific Joint Multi-channel Trunking 
and Switching System and the European Theater 
Communications Architecture. 

•	C2 Users. Users having a requirement for C2 communi-
cations who do not meet the criteria for the class of Spe-
cial C2 users. C2 users include any person (regardless 
of their position in the chain of command) who issues 
guidance or orders that direct, control or coordinate any 
military forces, regardless of the nature of the military 
mission, whether said guidance or order is issued or 
effected during peace or wartime.

•	Other Users. DoD, non-DoD, non-government and 
foreign government users having no missions or com-
munications requirements to ever originate or receive C2 
communications under the definitions for C2 or Special 
C2 Users. During a crisis or contingency, they may be 
denied access to the DSN or DRSN. These users are 
provided access to the DSN for the economic benefits 
to the DoD.

WHO IS LISTED IN THE 
DSN TELEPHONE DIRECTORY?
Any post, camp, base, or station served by the DSN that 
formally requests to be included in the directory is listed. 
Individual listings are restricted to command level, agency 
level, or organization level. To be included in the Defense 
Switched Network Telephone Directory, or to correct or delete 
an existing directory listing, complete the form included in 
Appendix A: Request for Listing. Return the form to:

(1) be familiar with the purposes of each precedence cat-
egory and the type of call that is assigned the precedence 
and (2) exercise care not to request or use a precedence 
higher than required.  

The NCS Voice Precedence System does not make provi-
sions for conducting test and exercise calls. Those activi-
ties or individuals authorized or required to conduct such 
test or exercise calls will use precedence consistent with 
the nature of the test or exercise. When the originator of 
the test or exercise call has contacted the called party, the 
call will be identified immediately as a flash, immediate or 
priority precedence test or exercise.

The following examples should aid users in determining 
what precedence to use when placing a call. These exam-
ples are according to the NCS Voice Precedence System, 
but are not to be used exclusively for determination of the 
precedence of a call. This should be at the discretion of the 
originator of the call.

•	Flash Override. Flash override is considered a capa-
bility, not a level of precedence. Exercising this capability 
preempts calls of all other levels or precedence. The flash 
override capability is available to the following users:

–– The President of the United States of America. 
–– The Secretary of Defense and the Chairman of the JCS.
–– Commanders of Unified Command.

•	Flash. Flash calls preempt immediate, priority, and 
routine calls. Listed below are examples of flash calls:

–– Calls pertaining to C2 of military forces essential to 
defense and retaliation.

–– Critical intelligence essential to national survival. 
–– Conduct of diplomatic negotiations critical to ceasing 
or limiting hostilities.

–– Dissemination of critical civil alert information essen-
tial to national survival.

–– Continuity of Federal Government functions essential 
to national survival.

–– Fulfillment of critical United States internal security 
functions essential to national survival.

–– Catastrophic events of national or international  
significance.

•	 Immediate. Immediate calls preempt priority and routine 
calls and are reserved for communications pertaining to 
situations that gravely affect the security of national and 
Allied forces. Listed below are some examples of imme-
diate calls:

–– Reconstitution of forces in a post-attack period. 
–– Intelligence essential to national security.
–– Conduct of diplomatic negotiations to reduce or 
limit the threat of war.

–– Implementation of Federal Government actions 
essential to national survival.

–– Situations that gravely affect the security of the 
United States.

–– Civil defense actions concerning the direction of the 
population and their survival.

–– Disaster or events serious enough to have an imme-
diate and detrimental effect on the welfare of the 
population.

–– Vital information having an immediate effect on air-
craft, spacecraft or missile operations.

–– Distress assistance.
•	Priority. Priority calls preempt routine calls and are 

reserved for communications requiring expeditious action 
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How to use the 809 service:
1.	 Dial 809-4-OFF-DSN (809-463-3376).
2.	 You will receive a second dial tone.
3.	 Dial your toll free number, including the “1” 
	 (e.g., (800) 123-4567).

CALL ASSISTANCE
Switchboard operators are available to assist DSN users.  
If you are having trouble completing a call, dial “(312)  
231-1311” to reach the operator.

INTER-AREA CALLING
The DSN provides global telephone service for authorized 
users. Some users can call everywhere, while others are 
limited to one particular area or combination of areas. 
Where you can call depends on your mission and how 
your telephone line is class-marked. If your calling area 
is limited, you will not be able to dial outside your calling 
area. The local directory indicates the calling areas and 
codes available to you. The area code need not be dialed 
for calls within your area. Calls to an area outside the local 
call boundary require an area code plus the seven-digit 
DSN number. If you are transmitting data, alternate area 
codes are used.

NEW OR ADDITIONAL SERVICE
To obtain new DSN service or to change the type of service 
you now have, consult DISA Circular 310-130-1, Submis-
sion of Telecommunications Service Requests or consult 
your local telecommunications support office.

SPECIAL SERVICES
“510” service is the DSN equivalent of commercial “800” toll 
free service. If you have a requirement for this type of service 
at your organization, contact DISA HQ, Code GS23.

USER-PROVIDED EQUIPMENT
The terminal equipment provided by the user for connection 
to a DSN Switching Center must meet the technical inter-
face criteria outlined in DISA Circular 370-175-13.

REPORTING TELEPHONE TROUBLE
Ensure that the DSN number you have dialed is correct. If 
you dialed the number correctly and are still having trouble, 
report the problem as follows:
•	Keep the line connected if you can. Overseas users 

should call their local telephone reporting desk or the 
local operator. CONUS users should call the DSN Cus-
tomer Service desk at DSN 550-1611 or commercial at 
(800) 967-6194. Tell the attendant:

–– Your DSN number and location.
–– Called party DSN number and location.
–– What the problem was and when it occurred.
–– If you hear an announcement, listen to the entire 
recording. You will hear an error message and a switch 
number and country name. Provide this information to 
the trouble desk. The information will help technicians 
trace the source of the trouble.

–– Get the attendant’s initials and then request a call back 
when the trouble is corrected.

REPORTING UNSATISFACTORY SERVICE
•	 If you are not satisfied with the results when you  report 

a problem, contact the appropriate DISA organization for 
your area. If the problem is technical rather than procedural, 
specific details may be required. If you need assistance in 
filling out the report, contact your local telecommunications 
officer or the officer-in-charge (OIC) of the station switch-
board. The report must contain the following information:

•	Dial-up Facsimile. The DSN may be used to transmit 
unsecured facsimile traffic without an STU-III only if 
the facsimile machine or computer transmits within 
1 minute after the facsimile transmission ends or the 
circuit is preempted.

•	Secure Transmission with an STU-III. Use of an STU-
III in the secure mode for voice communications is not 
interpreted as data transmission. When the STU-III is 
used to transmit secure data or a facsimile, the following 
criteria will be met:

–– The STU-III at each end will be monitored during the 
entire transmission to ensure the circuit is maintained 
and the STU-III is in the secure mode.

–– The STU-III preempt feature will be enabled at             
all times.

–– National guidance for the use of STU-III in secure data 
transmission, including access control, TEMPEST 
and computer security, must be followed.  

CONFERENCE CALLS
To schedule a conference call across the DSN, contact 
your local operator. Tell the operator that you wish to 
make a conference call and provide a list of numbers to 
be included in the conference. Preset conferences may be 
established. Consult your supporting DISA Field Office for 
further information.

CALLS TO COMMERCIAL TOLL FREE NUMBERS
(809 Service – Making Toll Free Commercial Calls From 
The DSN)
As authorized by CJCSI 6215.01B, Policy for DoD Voice 
Networks, Paragraph 7.b(2)(c), DISA has implemented a 
new off-netting interface as a Managed Interface between 
the DSN and the Public Switched Telephone Network 
(PSTN). This interface allows for the use of any 1-800 type 
toll free numbers (specifically 800, 888, 866 and 877) on 
the PSTN and is accessed by dialing the DSN telephone 
number: 809-4-OFF-DSN (809-463-3376). Access/usage 
is authorized for all DSN users as provided by the CJCSI 
6215.01B.
This capability was designed to:
•	Reduce O&M’s manpower requirement for operator 

assistance.
•	Reduce traffic on access trunks.
•	Reduce resource overhead during manual call handling. 
•	 Improve Customer Service.
•	Reduce requirement for commercial service to 

tactical sites.
The applicable DSN rates apply, from the user’s location 
to CONUS, since the technical interfaces for the PSTN 
accesses are located in CONUS. Local commanders can 
limit/restrict access to this service by Class of Service 
tables and class-marking user lines to control costs and/
or meet other mission requirements.

Authorized users of this interface are:
•	Government contractors and vendors with 1-800 

numbers. 
•	Help Desk numbers for hardware/software.
•	Non-toll PSTN numbers with a 1-800 number for Credit 

Card calling, where the toll charges are applied to the 
Credit Card (Credit Card calling can be made with 
either Government-provided calling cards (FTS), or 
personal cards).

•	Reverse Billing to call recipient via “1-800 Call Collect” 
Services.

•	 “Equal or higher precedence calls have prevented the 
completion of your call, or the number you have dialed is 
not equipped for preemption. This is a recording (pause) 
error message number/switch number and country.”

•	 “A DSN service disruption has prevented the comple-
tion of your call. Please wait 30 minutes and try again. 
In case of an emergency, call your operator. This is a 
recording (pause) error message number/switch number 
and country.”

CALLING PROCEDURES
VOICE TELEPHONE CALLS (31X)
Voice telephone calls can access a DSN line by either 
direct dialing or dialing the operator. Here is how each 
process works:
•	 If you do the dialing:

–– Listen for the dial tone.
–– Dial the DSN number access number if required. 
–– Listen for the DSN dial tone.
–– Dial the desired DSN phone number, with precedence 
and area code if required.

•	 If the operator dials for you:
–– Give your name and local base telephone extension 
number.

–– Give your precedence.
–– Provide the DSN number you are calling and any other 
information.

–– Wait on the line until the operator connects you to 
the called party.

DATA TELEPHONE CALLS (50X AND 51X)
Transmission of data on the DSN will be allowed by excep-
tion and will be severely limited by CINCs, Services and 
Defense Agencies. The Defense Data Network (DDN) 
NIPRNet and SIPRNet are the primary networks for data 
transmissions.
•	Dial-up Data. Use of DSN-switched voice (dial-up) 

circuits to transmit digital data will be detrimental to 
voice users. Long circuit holding times will affect the 
network grade of service (GOS) and significantly degrade 
other users’ ability to complete calls. Data processing 
equipment may use DSN voice circuits only when the 
DDN and other transmission media, either commercial 
or government-owned, do not exist or are required 
for emergencies or reasons of national security. Data 
equipment includes computer-controlled graphics (other 
than facsimile), word processors, mainframe and micro-
computers, laptops and other personal communications 
system (PCS) and similar equipment.

–– Data processing equipment using DSN voice circuits 
(dial-up) will be capable of automatically discon-
necting from the access line or interswitch trunk 
when the transmission is complete or the circuit is 
preempted.

–– Approval authority for outside CONUS (OCONUS) 
data transmissions through DSN dial-up circuits is the 
Combat Commander. CONUS authority is the Combat 
Commander, Chief of the Service, or the Director of 
the Defense Agency concerned. Each request will 
be coordinated with DISA to determine the network 
impact. DISA will be notified of each approval specifi-
cally to determine why the DDN cannot support the 
requirement. Blanket approvals for use will identify a 
connect limit, and an expiration or revalidation date.

2.	 Military communications/base communications facili-
ties are subject to monitoring activities associated with 
preserving the national security of our country.

3.	 Personnel who make unauthorized disclosures of 
classified or sensitive official defense information 
during the use of the telephone are subject to dis-
ciplinary action.

4.	 Communications facilities of this Command have 
been and will continue to be monitored by activities 
concerned with Communications Security. All instru-
ments will have DD Form 2056 (Telephone Monitoring 
Notification Decal) attached.

MINIMIZE
1.	 MINIMIZE is a condition imposed by commanders 

to control and reduce electrical communications by 
both message and telephone traffic, during exercises 
or periods of emergency.

2.	 MINIMIZE notifications are first received by base com-
munications facilities which inform the base adminis-
tration office for dissemination through organizational 
administrative channels.

3.	 When MINIMIZE is imposed; users of DoD electrical 
communications facilities must determine that:
a. The information forwarded is required to avoid a 

seriously detrimental impact on mission accom-
plishment or safety of life.

b. Electrical transmission is the only way to get infor-
mation to the addressee in sufficient time to accom-
plish its purpose.

4.	 Use authorized means of communications such as the 
U.S. Mail, the Defense Courier Service or an individual 
as a courier or messenger instead of electrical means 
when MINIMIZE is imposed.

5.	 The Unit Commander and TCO will ensure immediate 
understanding and compliance by staff members when 
the orders to effect MINIMIZE is received. TCO’s will 
only approve “MISSION ESSENTIAL.”

USE OF OFFICIAL TELEPHONES

Personal calls (such as calls to speak to spouse or minor 
children, or to arrange for emergency repairs to residence 
or automobile) that must be made during the working hours 
over the commercial local network may properly be autho-
rized as being in the best interest of the government if the 
call is consistent with the following:
1.	 It does not adversely affect the performance of 

official duties by the employee or the employee’s 
organization.

2.	 It is of reasonable duration and frequency.
3.	 It could not reasonably have been made at another time.
4.	 In the case of long distance calls:

a.	Charged to employee’s home telephone number.
b.	Made to an 800 toll-free number.
c.	Charged to a personal telephone credit card.
d.	Collect to long distant number.

RESPONSIBILITY OF TELEPHONE USERS
1.	 Official telephones will not be used for personal mes-

sages except as outlined in paragraph 2 above.
2.	 Consult your telephone directory for the correct number 

prior to dialing. This allows the information operator to 
handle only essential calls and provide efficient service.

3.	 The proper use and care of telephone equipment is 
your responsibility. Under no circumstances will sub-
scribers move, alter, place attachments on or make 
additions to telephone equipment.

4.	 Telephones are not secure. Do not discuss classified 
information in a telephone conversation at any time.

5.	 It is a misdemeanor for anyone to use the telephone as 
a means of conveying obscene or indecent language; 
or to make anonymous or repeated calls meant to be 
aggravating, abusive, embarrassing or harassing in 
nature. It is the responsibility of all users to report any 
such activity to their security sections.

6.	 Make requests for telephone directories through your 
unit Telephone Control Officer (TCO).

7.	 Emergency numbers are on the front cover of this 
directory, dial “0” for operator assistance with emer-
gency calls.

d.	FTS (leased toll circuits).

2. 		 DSN. This method will be attempted before considering 
the use of commercial toll facilities. Dial “94” and the 
DSN number.

3.		 OFF-NET DSN. Call the DSN assistance operator 
located in the immediate vicinity of the civilian party 
you are attempting to reach. When the DSN operator 
answers, request Off-Net assistance and provide the 
7-digit commercial telephone number of the party. (The 
decision to offnet a call rest with the management of 
each switchboard and only OFFICIAL Government calls 
will be honored where no toll charges are incurred).

4.		 FTS-2000 (Federal Telecommunication System) is 
the system used on Lackland AFB to place calls to any 
number not available locally or through DSN. MCI is the 
system used to place overseas calls to numbers that are 
not available through International Switch Voice Service 
(ISVS). These calls incur long distance charges that are 
billed to Lackland AFB. Calls must be certified as official 
by the organization/individual placing the call.

COMMERCIAL LONG DISTANCE CALLS

REPORTING NUISANCE/BOMB THREAT CALLS
1.	 Malicious, threatening, abusive, indecent, annoying, or 

harassing telephone calls, including those that contain 
obscene or profane language, are prohibited by state 
and federal laws. The following actions will be taken:
a. NUISANCE: Make the caller identify himself. When 

a voice asks, “Who is this?” ask instead, “What 
number did you dial?” or “Who do you want?” If 
the caller remains silent after you answer, or makes 
any obscene or suggestive remarks, HANG UP! If the 
calls persist, notify the Security Police, 671-2018. 
Furnish as much information as possible about the 
call and the caller.

b. BOMB THREATS OR OTHER  
THREATENING CALLS
1. Signal someone else to call 671-1100 and ask 

them to try to track the call. (NOTE: The Security 
Police will alert communications personnel to ini-
tiate trace action on all nuisance, bomb threats or 
threatening calls).

2. If no one is available, DO NOT HANG UP, but use 
another phone to notify the Security Police and 
(or) call 671-1100 to trace the call.

3. Obtain as much information as possible about 
the call and caller using AF Form 440, BOMB 
THREAT AID (1 NOV 98) which should be located 
next to every telephone.

DIRECTORY ASSISTANCE CALLS
No local off base directory assistance is available on base. 
You may call (800) 373-3411 for free commercial directory 
assistance.

CONFERENCE CALLS
All telephones on Lackland AFB, with the exception of a 
few special feature phones are provided direct user and 
operator assist three party conference call capability. 
Procedures are:
1.	 CONSULTATION HOLD. To consult with another party 

and exclude the original party:
a. While you have a party on the line, depress and 

release the hook switch ONCE. You will hear a 
special dial tone.

b. Dial the extension you wish to consult with.
c. When finished consulting, wait for the party to hang

THE RANDOLPH AFB TELEPHONE DIRECTORY
1.	 DIRECTORY FORMAT. Format of the base telephone 

directory is prescribed by AFI 33-111. Only those items 
of information which facilitate the use of the base tele-
phone system are permitted. Three major sections are 
used in the directory: General Information, Orga-
nizational and Classified.
a.	The General Information Section contains the nec-

essary information and instructions to obtain the 
best available telephone service. A list of frequently 
called Defense Switched Network (DSN) numbers 
is included.

b.	The Organizational Section consists of a listing of 
all units serviced by the base telephone system. 
Organizations in this directory are listed in the fol-
lowing order:
•	HQ AETC
•	 12 FTW
•	Associate Organizations

c.	Under each unit’s designation, the command sec-
tion is followed by a functional list of principal staff 
offices arranged in alphabetical order by office 
symbol. This section reflects the complete organi-
zational structure from the unit commander through 
the lowest functional section.

d.	The Classified Section consists of an alphabetical 
listing of all the principal activities by base function, 
mission or acronym.

2.	 DIRECTORY CHANGES. The Randolph AFB tele-
phone directory is compiled from listings furnished 
by organizations and individuals via their Telephone 
Control Officers (TCO). TCOs should keep the Base 
Telephone Control Officer apprised of all changes in 
telephone numbers and key personnel. Additions, dele-
tions, or corrections must be submitted as they occur. 
The directory can only be as accurate as the 
information furnished.

3.	 DISTRIBUTION. TCOs are responsible for annual 
distribution of base telephone directories in their area 
of responsibility. They establish annual requirements 
for the number of directories desired. Request tele-
phone directories through your unit’s TCO.

RESPONSIBILITY OF TELEPHONE USERS
The base telephone system is Government owned and 
maintained. Subscribers are responsible for the proper 
use and care of installed telephones and associated 
equipment.
1.	 TAMPERING.

a.	 Under no circumstances will persons other than 
authorized telephone maintenance personnel 
move, alter, affix device or make additions to 
telephone equipment. Tampering with telephones in 
any manner is prohibited. Malicious damage, removal, 
relocation or modification must be reported to the Tele-
phone HELP Desk, 652-2015, opt. 1.

USE OF OFFICIAL TELEPHONES 
FOR PERSONAL BUSINESS
Personal calls that must be made during duty hours over 
the commercial local or long distance network are autho-
rized if the calls are consistent with the following:
1.	 They do not adversely affect the performance of official 

duties by employees or the employees’ organization.
2.	 They are of reasonable duration and frequency.
3.	 In the case of long distance calls, the calls are charged 

to the employee’s home telephone number, made to 
a toll-free number, charged to a personal telephone 
credit card or made collect to the distant number.

4.	 To place personal calling card, collect, and third 
number billing calls from Randolph, dial the toll free 
number for your long distance carrier as shown in the 
chart on this page.

5.	 TDY OFFNET CALLING. When requesting offnet 
patching to your home, you should:
a.	Inform the base operator you are TDY from 

Randolph.
b.	Identify yourself by name, rank, organization and 

office symbol.
c.	We encourage you to place your calls Monday 

through Friday, 5 p.m. and 5 a.m. local time and 
anytime on weekends or holidays. Emergency calls 
are exempt from any time restriction.

d.	Limit your offnet requests to one 15 minute call 
per week. 

6.	 MORALE CALLS. Air Force Policy permits the use of 
DSN for Health, Morale and Welfare (HMW) calls for 
active duty members and Air Force Civilians in unac-
companied status at isolated or remote locations, or 
TDY for more than 14 days, regardless of commercial 
telephone availability.
a.	The call should be placed through the originating 

installation operator or, in the absence of an instal-
lation operator, from a telephone under the com-
mander’s supervision (i.e., command post, morale 
call tent) to ensure the prescribed controls are 
adhered to.

b.	Callers should state the purpose of the call (Morale 
Call/Hearts Apart) and identify the originating 
location.

c.	Calls are placed at ROUTINE precedence, and must 
not incur a toll charge to the base. Please try to limit 
to one 15 minute call per week.

d.	Calls will be processed during duty hours when offi-
cial traffic permits, and must not interfere with 
operational requirements. Calls are subject to 
preemption by higher precedence calls.

e.	 Immediate family members of active duty members 
in unaccompanied status or on extended TDY may 
place outgoing morale calls as part of the Family 
Support Center’s (FSC) “Hearts Apart” program. 
Family members must register with the FSC for 
authorization to place morale calls. The same pro-
visions as outlined in paragraphs (a)–(c) apply.

f.	 Family members are encouraged to place their calls 
Monday through Friday, 5 p.m. to 5 a.m. and anytime 
on weekends and holidays.

7.	 WESTERN UNION. Unofficial Western Union tele-
grams may be telephoned directly to the Western Union 
Telegraph Company, (800) 325-6000, from any pay 
station located on base. Randolph Brooks Federal Credit 

STANDARDS OF SERVICE
The primary objective of the Randolph AFB telephone 
operators is to provide the best telephone service pos-
sible consistent with the facilities at their disposal and the 
information provided by the system subscribers. All tele-
phone subscribers are entitled to the same grade of service. 
Preferential treatment or service should not be expected 
of telephone operators. This does not preclude emergency 
service when an actual emergency exists.

PROMOTING GOOD TELEPHONE SERVICE
1.	 AUTHORIZED USE. Military telephones and voice 

facilities are authorized for Government official com-
munications only and must be restricted to calls essen-
tial to the accomplishment of the mission except as 
specified in paragraph 4.

2.	 COMPLAINTS. Operators are instructed to be uni-
formly courteous. Similar consideration on the part of 
subscribers is expected. Users will not reprimand nor 
enter into unnecessary conversation with the operators. 
Operators are forbidden to receive service complaints 
and are instructed to refer complaints to the Call Center 
Supervisor at 652-2609. They are not permitted to give 
their names, only their operator numbers. Please note 
the operator’s number when registering a complaint.

3.	 CONVERSING WITH OPERATORS. Telephone 
operators have been thoroughly indoctrinated in the 
necessity of courtesy, accuracy, and speed. Limit 
conversations with operators to requests for pertinent 
information, and their response in providing instruc-
tions for the placement of calls. Unnecessary conver-
sation consumes time and prevents other users from 
receiving prompt attention and service.

PROPER USE OF TELEPHONES
The service received from the base telephone system 
depends upon proper usage by subscribers. The following 
suggestions are offered:
1.	 BREVITY. For economy and maximum use of avail-

able facilities, telephone conversations should be as 
brief and concise as possible. This is particularly true 
of long distance and international Defense Switched 
Network (DSN) calls.

2.	 PLANNING CALLS. Before dialing the operator to 
place a long distance call, be sure you have the correct 
number, your conversation planned and all available 
information needed to complete your call. Consult your 
directory for the correct number before dialing direc-
tory assistance. When requesting information from the 
operator, have pencil and paper handy to write down the 
telephone number.

3.	 PHONETIC ALPHABET. The phonetic alphabet 
shown below in pronouncing isolated letters and 
spelling out words normally difficult to understand 
over voice communications is authorized for combined, 
joint and intra-service use.

4.	 PERSONAL TELEPHONES. If you live on base 
and have telephone trouble, call the HELP desk, 
652-2015, opt. 1, before calling AT&T repair 
service. However, the technicians do not maintain 
personal instruments in base housing, only those 
that are government issue.

5.	 After duty hours, report only mission essential 
troubles.

6.	 Refer any questions about your telephone features,  
class of service, or repair service to the HELP desk,  
652-2015, opt. 1.

REQUESTS FOR TELEPHONE SERVICE
1.		 OFFICIAL TELEPHONE SERVICE. Submit official 

requests for telephone service (installations, moves, 
special features, and equipment) on ITNS Remedy 
Requirement, through Telephone Control Officers 
to Telephone Survey (902 CS/SCOIS) 652-7444. 
Telephone service requests that are simple in nature 
and do not require the ordering of material are nor-
mally processed and completed within 30 working 
days, depending on the Telephone Systems Section’s 
workload. Requests requiring material must be sub-
mitted as far in advance as possible, as early as  6 
months in cases where material must be ordered from 
commercial companies, i.e., TIs, long-haul circuits, 
1-800 service, calling cards, Centrex and commer-
cial business lines. Priority requests must be fully 
justified, stating why the request must be completed 
before other scheduled telephone work and signed by 
one of the following:
a.	Organizational Commander,
b.	Director, or
c.	Deputy Commander or Deputy Director.

2.		  UNOFFICIAL COMMERCIAL TELEPHONE SERVICE.
a.	Airman dormitory and base housing residents may 

obtain commercial (private) telephone service by 
contacting AT&T at (800) 464-7928 (toll-free).

b.	Housing residents with existing telephone ser-
vice who wish to connect additional extensions 
should contact Telephone Survey (902 CS/SCOIS), 
652-7444. Telephone Systems will install the 
extension(s) at no expense to the resident.

MINIMIZE
MINIMIZE is a condition imposed by commanders to reduce 
the volume of electrical communications (both message  
and telephone traffic) during exercises or periods of emer-
gency/crisis. It may be imposed DoD-wide, Air Force-wide, 
Command-wide, or for given countries, states, or areas as 
conditions warrant. During MINIMIZE conditions, vital and 
relevant electrical communications must not be delayed, 
and routine traffic must be drastically reduced.
1.	 MINIMIZE applies to ALL DoD communications sys-

tems, including originators of card and tape traffic.
2.	 When MINIMIZE is imposed, users of DoD electrical 

communications facilities must determine that:
a.	The information to be forwarded is required to avoid 

a seriously detrimental impact on mission accom-
plishment or safety of life.

b.	Electrical transmission is the only way to get infor-
mation to the addressee in sufficient time to accom-
plish its purpose.

COMMUNICATIONS SECURITY (COMSEC)
Lax security concerning the telephone can range from 
leaving the telephone off hook, saying more than what is 
needed to be said, or attempting to “talk around” classi-
fied information.
1.	 Telephones are not secure. Classified information 

will not be discussed at any time during a telephone 
conversation.

2.	 Personnel who make unauthorized disclosures of clas-
sified or sensitive official defense information during 
the use of the telephone are subject to disciplinary 
action. (Title 18 U.S. Code)

3.	 Every telephone should have a DD Form 2056, Consent 
to Telephone Monitoring decal Telecommunication 
Monitoring Program. It warns people not to discuss 
classified information on the telephone, and also 
serves as legal authority for monitoring telephone 
conversations.

4.	 Do not transmit classified information over unsecure 
telecommunications systems. All DoD tele-communi-
cation devices are subject to monitoring. Using DoD 
telecommunication systems constitutes consent to 
monitoring.

5.	 For assistance with COMSEC issues, contact 902 CS/
SCXS, C4 Systems Security, extension 652-2896.

STE (SECURE TELEPHONE EQUIPMENT)
To ensure the security of conversations involving classified 
information, use a Secure Telephone Equipment – Third 
Generation (STE). There are approximately 220 STEs 
on Randolph AFB. STEs are part of a worldwide network 
of encrypted secure voice communications for your 
organization, other DoD activities, and certain non-DoD 
offices. They can be used to  discuss classified, sensitive 
but unclassified (SBU), or unclassified information. The 
use of STEs is controlled by access list, or letter from 
commanders or division chiefs, together with proof of 
security clearance and valid requirement. TDY personnel 
and others not on an access list but having a need to use 
the system must contact their sponsoring organization.

REPORTING TELEPHONE TROUBLE
Report telephone trouble to the HELP desk, 652-2015, 
opt. 1. Before reporting a problem, make sure it is not 
due to someone leaving the receiver off the hook. Be 
prepared to give the following information when calling 
in a trouble report.

•	Building number
•	 Room number
•	 Telephone number (in trouble)
•	 The nature of the trouble
•	Number where you can be reached

1.	 Please don’t call someone else’s telephone trouble 
unless you are able to furnish all of this information.

2.	 Telephone Systems technicians take trouble reports 
in the order in which they are reported. The average 
for closing trouble is no more than two days. Please 
refer to the Job Control Number (JCN) assigned to your 
trouble when checking on its status.

3.	 UNAUTHORIZED RELOCATIONS. PLEASE! DO 
NOT attempt any do-it-yourself phone moving and 
then report the lines out of order. Ask your TCO to 
submit an ITNS Remedy Requirement, whenever 
you need to relocate telephone equipment. Make your 

b.	 If equipment is tampered with, it will be removed from 
service immediately. Whoever willfully or maliciously 
damages or destroys any of the works of any radio, 
phone, cable station, system, or other means of com-
munications operated or controlled by the USAF, 
whether constructed or in process of construction, 
or willfully or maliciously interferes in any way with 
the working or use of such line or systems shall be 
fined not more than $10,000 or imprisoned not more 
than 10 years or both. (Title 18, S 1362)

2.	 EXCAVATING. Consult with Communications Cable 
Systems (902 CS/SCOW), 652-2881, prior to digging 
ditches, post holes, excavation or construction of any 
kind within the confines of Randolph AFB.

3.	 CARE OF TELEPHONE EQUIPMENT. The telephone 
is a delicate instrument and needs proper treatment in 
order to provide reliable service.
a.	Apply only necessary pressure to the buttons of the 

telephone; don’t pound on the buttons.
b.	Don’t allow the handset cord to become twisted 

and knotted.
c.	Don’t alter, move, or affix devices to your telephone. 

Ask your TCO to submit an ITNS Remedy 
Requirement, whenever you need to relocate or alter 
telephone equipment. Make your request well in 
advance of the date by which you would like 
the equipment moved.

d.	Don’t at tempt to fix your telephone. Call the 
HELP desk, 652-2015, opt. 1, for the telephone 
trouble desk.

e.	 To release the buttons on a telephone key set after 
you hang up, use the HOLD button. Do not pound 
the telephone or partially depress other buttons.

f.	 Don’t block telephone equipment cabinets, equip-
ment cross-connect blocks or telephone terminals 
with desks, file cabinets and boxes of material, 
etc. A minimum  3-foot clearance is required in 
these areas.

g.	Don’t attempt to clean the telephone instruments 
using any “409” type spray cleaner. It will destroy 
integral parts of your telephone. If a phone needs 
cleaning, dampen a cloth with a mild cleaner and 
rub lightly until clean.

h.	Do not place your telephone on hold when you will 
be out of the office or don’t want to be disturbed. 
Doing this deprives another person of service and 
ties up Central Office equipment. If a phone is placed 
on hold for over 15 minutes, the telephone switch 
computer automatically disconnects that line and 
the user must call the HELP desk (652-2015, 
opt. 1) to have it reconnected.  Repeated misuse 
of the HOLD feature can cause serious equip-
ment damage, and you risk having your telephone 
removed. Call 652-7444 for features that offer 
alternatives to placing your line hold.

4.	USE OF IMPROPER LANGUAGE. The use of profane 
or obscene language over the telephone is prohibited by 
Federal and State statutes. It is a misdemeanor for anyone 
to use the telephone as a means of conveying obscene or 
indecent language or to make anonymous or repeated calls 
to annoy, abuse, embarrass or harass. It is the responsi-
bility of all users to report any such activity to their security 
sections. Failure to observe the law will constitute cause 
for disconnecting telephone service. 
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are provided operator assisted and direct user three party 
conference call capability. Procedures are as follows:
1.	 CONSULTATION HOLD. To consult with another 

party and exclude the original party:
a.	While you have a party on the line, briefly depress 

and release the switch-hook ONCE. You will hear a 
special dial tone.

b.	Dial the extension you wish to consult with.
c.	When finished consulting, wait for the party to hang 

up. Then briefly press and release the switch-hook 
ONCE to return to your original call.

2.	 THREE-WAY CONFERENCE. To add a third party to a 
call already in progress, follow the same procedures that 
you used for the consultation hold, but when you have 
reached the third party, briefly press and release the 
switch-hook ONCE. A three-way conversation will be initi-
ated. NOTE: If during your attempt to achieve Consultation 
Hold or a Three-way Conference the third party’s number 
is busy or doesn’t answer, briefly press and release the 
switch-hook TWICE to return to your original call.

3.	 MEET-ME CONFERENCE. (Up to 30 parties) Meet-
me conferences must be booked in advance. To book 
a Meet-me conference, dial 652-1110 and request the 
technician assign you a directory number to be dialed 
at a designated date and time. Each conferee is auto-
matically added to the conference when the designated 
conference number is dialed. NOTE: The telephone 
operator cannot assist on or access this type of 
conference call.

4.	 OPERATOR ASSISTED CONFERENCE. The oper-
ator assisted conference allows a telephone operator 
to establish up to a six-party conference connection 
(including the originator). Dial “0” and request the 
operator add on the requested parties. Be sure all 
information is readily available before requesting the 
conference and take  time zones into consideration. For 
additional information on conference call capabilities, 
call Telephone Systems, 652-2015, opt. 1.

5.	 VIDEO TELECONFERENCING. You may set up meet-
ings and conferences with your colleagues throughout 
the Department of Defense by using the HQ AETC Video 
Teleconferencing Center (VTC). Without wasting time, 
money, and energy on unnecessary TDYs, video tele-
conferencing gives you all the advantages of a face-
to-face conference, plus some options meetings lack. 
To inquire about video teleconferencing or to schedule 
a conference, call 652-3355 or 652-3353. 

DATA AND FACSIMILE (Fax) TRANSMISSIONS
1.		 DATA TRANSMISSION

a.	Data processing equipment, to include computer-
controlled graphics (other than Fax), word proces-
sors, mainframe or mini computers, and other similar 
equipment should use the Defense Data Network 
(DDN) whenever possible. Such equipment must 
be capable of disconnecting automatically upon 
cessation of transmission or circuit preemption.

b.	DSN users with requirements to use the DSN system 
for large volume, extended holding times (in excess 
of one hour) or for dedicated operational systems 
requiring switch data connectivity will coordinate 
with Telephone  Systems, 652-2015, opt. 1 for 
technical evaluation of the requirements. This pro-
cess is necessary to determine the impact and to 
reconfigure the network.

off-base exchange. If you wish to report an emergency to 
the Security Police Laws Enforcement Desk from a cellular 
phone dial 652-5700/5709.
1.		 STAY CALM and provide the 911 operator with the 

building number, your name, the phone number from 
which you are calling, and the nature of the emergency. 
Unless you are in imminent danger, do not hang up 
until the 911 operator instructs you to do so.

2.		 The 911 operator will ask you several questions about 
the emergency. Answer them to the best of your ability. 
To report an emergency to the Security Enforcement 
Desk from a  cellular phone dial 652-5700/5709. The 
information you  provide is essential and will not delay 
response to your emergency.

3.		 REMEMBER, ALL TELEPHONES ON RANDOLPH 
AFB HAVE 911 EMERGENCY REPORTING 
CAPABILITY. 

DIRECTORY ASSISTANCE (INFO) CALLS
This service is for official use only.
1.		 Off-base Directory Assistance. Long distance directory 

assistance calls can be direct dialed (98 + AC + 555-
1212 + Code) but must be for OFFICIAL GOVERN-
MENT BUSINESS. Calls for off-base information 
are not fre.e. Your organization will be billed for the 
cost of these calls. Local information calls incur a cost 
of $.30 per call. To minimize these charges consult the 
SBC (Litepages) White and Yellow Pages found on the 
Randolph Home page. Calls for information within the 
state of Texas but outside the 210 area incur a cost of 
$.50 per call. All calls for information outside the state 
of Texas incur a cost of $.60 each. 

2.		 Toll-free (1-800) Information. We encourage class 
“A” telephone subscribers to use this service, if avail-
able, prior to placing official toll calls. Dial 99 + 1 + 800 
+ 555 + 1212 to obtain information for toll-free numbers 
of commercial businesses that offer incoming long dis-
tance toll calls at no charge to San Antonio callers. To 
place the call, dial 99 + 1 + 800, 99 + 1 + 866, 99 + 1 + 
877 or 99 + 1 + 888 and the 7-digit number.

CONFERENCE CALLS
All telephone on Randolph AFB, with the exception of 
some special feature phones and electronic key systems, 

3.	 Alternate means of communications such as the U.S. 
Mail, the U.S. Armed Forces Courier Service, or an 
individual as a courier or messenger should be used 
versus electrical means when MINIMIZE is imposed.

4.	 Unit TCOs will approve transmission of only those 
calls/messages deemed “MISSION ESSENTIAL” 
for transmission.

5.	 Base operators will challenge all calls to MINIMIZED 
locations with the phrase, “Is your call MINIMIZE 
considered?” They will process only those calls 
which have been carefully assessed using the afore-
mentioned criteria. (Authority-Allied Communica-
tions Publication (ACP) 121(F), Communications 
Instructions–General.) 

REPORTING NUISANCE/BOMB THREAT CALLS
1.		  Malicious, threatening, abusive, indecent, annoying, or 

harassing telephone calls, including those in which obscene 
or profane language is used, are prohibited by state and 
federal laws. The following action should be taken:
a.	NUISANCE CALLS. Make the caller identify him-

self. When a voice asks, “Who is this?” ask instead, 
“What number did you dial?” or “With whom do you 
wish to speak?” If the caller remains silent after you 
answer, or makes any obscene remarks, HANG UP! 
if the calls persist, notify the Security Police Law 
Enforcement Desk (652-5700 or 652-5709). 
Furnish as much information as possible about the 
call and the caller.

b.	BOMB THREATS OR OTHER THREATENING 
CALLS.
1.	DO NOT hang up! Try to keep the caller on the 

line, and signal someone else to call 911. (NOTE: 
Security Police will alert communications per-
sonnel to initiate trace action on all bomb threats 
or threatening calls.)

2.	If no one else is available, DO NOT hang up, 
use another phone to call 911 and notify the 
Security Police.

3.	Obtain as much information as possible about the 
call/caller using AF Form 440. See the checklist 
on page 54.

c.	 THREATENING CALLS RECEIVED ON PRIVATE  
TELEPHONES.
1.	Hang up
2.	Report the call to the Security Police Law 

Enforcement Desk. (652-5700/652-5709)
2.		 Individuals who receive Bomb Threats or other threat-

ening calls should use the AF Form 440, Bomb Threat 
Aid, (see form on page 4) as a guide to document 
information pertaining to these types of calls. A copy 
of this form should be kept near every base telephone 
instrument. When completed, these forms will be made 
a matter of record and used to assist the Security Police 
in their investigation. 

EMERGENCIES
EMERGENCY 911 is the Air Force standard emergency 
reporting number that handles all types of fire, police, and 
medical emergencies here at Randolph AFB. Randolph has 
an “enhanced” system that routes all on-base 911 calls 
from both government and residence telephones to the 
Security Police law enforcement desk. Calls made from 
cellular phones are not routed through the Security Police 
Law Enforcement Desk. They are routed through the nearest 
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NOTE: 951 IS A SPECIAL SWB NUMBER FOR THE BUSI-
NESS OFFICE. DIAL 1 + THE 951 NUMBER TO COMPLETE 
THE CALL.

c.	A new Area Code of “830” has been added to San 
Antonio area. To dial the following prefixes you must 
dial 99 + 830 +local number:

5.		 Originate only official calls and try to limit to  
5 minutes.

6.		 Dial “0” for operator assistance with FTS and 
ISVS calls.

7.		  For CONUS calls, direct access users of FTS dial 98 
+ area code + 7-digit number + billing code. DO NOT 
use FTS 2000 to place local calls; all local calls placed 
on FTS 2000 incur a charge. When in doubt, ask the 
Randolph operator for assistance.

8.		 Direct access users of ISVS dial 98 + 011 + country 
code + city code + number + billing code for interna-
tional calls.

9.		 FTS 2000 and ISVS calls are station-to-station only.
10.	 FTS and ISVS calls must be authorized by unit Tele-

phone Control Officers (TCOs). TCOs will log every 
call on AF Form 1072 for billing verification.

SPECIAL BILLING CALLS
1.		 A COLLECT CALL is an incoming toll call for which you  

are asked to accept charges. Unless you have prior 
authorization, do not obligate the government 
by accepting collect calls on a government 
telephone.
a.	Certain circumstances may require accepting collect 

calls for official business or emergency situations. 
The party accepting the collect call must record the 
call particulars (time, date, calling number, calling 
party’s name, etc.) and inform the TCO as soon as 
possible to have the call logged on AF Form 1072.

b.	Accepting collect calls on a government tele-
phone, when not specifically authorized as above, 
is illegal. Any individual who does so is subject 
to disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of 
Military Justice (UCMJ).

c.	Randolph telephone operators do not accept col-
lect calls!

2.		 A THIRD PARTY CALL is a long distance commercial 
call placed from one telephone and billed not to the 
originating or destination numbers, but to yet another 
telephone (a “third” number). Third party calls billed 
to Randolph are strictly prohibited!

3.		 A CALLING CARD CALL is a long distance toll call 
placed by an authorized subscriber and charged to 
a long distance telephone account. Calls placed on 
Government calling cards by authorized Randolph 
AFB customers are charged to FTS-2000 or ISVS for 
Government billing. Only official, mission-related 
calls may be billed on Government calling cards.

NETWORK CAPABILITY
1.		 A user calling from any class A telephone on 

Randolph AFB will need to dial 99 plus the seven-
digit number of the other local Air Force installations 
in the San Antonio area. Refer to the dialing instruc-
tions on page 167.

2.		 To call Randolph AFB from off-base telephones, dial 
“652 or 565” plus the last 4 digits of the number.

3.		 To call off-base from Randolph AFB, direct dial service 
is available from any class A telephone.
a.	To call any local number in the San Antonio area, 

dial 99 plus the 7-digit number. You will not hear a 
dial tone after dialing 99.

b.	The following prefixes can be dialed from Randolph 
AFB and do not incur long distance charges:

c.	Data line trouble should be reported to the Call 
Center, 652-2015, opt. 3.

2.		 Fax TRANSMISSION
a.	DSN may be used to transmit Fax messages. Fax 

equipment must have the capability to disconnect 
from the DSN line within one minute after cessa-
tion of the Fax transmission, or upon circuit pre-
exemption. DSN Off-netting may be used to transmit 
Fax messages without compromising the quality of 
the transmission.

b.	Fax TRANSMISSION PROCEDURES:
1.	Complete AF Form 3535, Facsimile Electro Mail 

Transmittal.
2.	Place the transmittal form and all sheets to be 

transmitted face down into the paper feeder 
of the Fax machine. (NOTE: The Fax machine 
copies only one side of each page. If you have 
two-sided pages to transmit, make copies of the 
second sides before proceeding.

3.	Pick up the Fax machine telephone receiver and 
dial the destination Fax telephone number.

4.	Wait for the Fax “tone,” then push the start/send 
button (usually green).

5.	Hang up the phone; transmission will begin.
6.	When the transmission is complete, you will hear 

several Fax tones indicating the transmission was 
received at the destination location, and/or receive 
a visual display message indicating the same.

c.	 If you are having difficulties, please take the time to 
ensure the number you are calling is correct, and 
that the number is a Fax, not voice-only line. Report 
transmission problems relating to telephone lines to 
the HELP desk, 652-2015 opt. 1. Refer problems with 
your Fax machine to your equipment custodian.

OFFICIAL LONG DISTANCE CALLS
Long distance calls should be placed using the most eco-
nomical means. The order of preference from the least to 
the most costly to the Government as follows:
1.		 DEFENSE SWITCHED NETWORK (DSN). For all 

calls to DoD activities. This method will be attempted 
before considering the use of commercial toll facili-
ties. Dial “94” and the DSN number or “0” for operator 
assistance.

2.		 DSN OFF-NETTING. Off-netting uses DSN as a 
transmission media. Calls leave the DSN network for 
completion. Using DSN, call the assistance operator at 
the DoD installation nearest the location of the civilian 
party you are attempting to reach. When the operator 
answers, request “official off-net assistance,” and pro-
vide the 7-digit commercial (civilian) telephone number 
of your party. NOTE: The decision to off-net a call rests 
with the installation  commander, and only OFFICIAL 
Government calls will be honored where no toll charges 
are incurred. The off-net directory is available on the 
AETC home page on the World Wide Web.

3.		 1-800 and 1-888 Toll-free Service.
4.		 FTS 2000/MCI ISVS. These are contract discount 

calling plans that provide Randolph Government 
customers with commercial long distance service 
at reduced rates. These services should be used for 
placing all official long distance calls to destination 
which are not served by the DSN system and do not 
have toll-free numbers. The current cost for FTS and 
ISVS calls is on a “by the minute” usage basis.
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DSN USER ASSISTANCE
Call assistance, conferencing, and directory assistance for 
DSN users are provided by dialing “0.”

DSN USER TROUBLE REPORTING
When users encounter trouble while utilizing DSN, use the 
following procedures:
1.		 Retain the circuit connection and on another phone, 

report the trouble immediately to the HELP desk,  
652-2015 opt. 1.

2.		 Give the details of the DSN trouble as follows:
a.	Your extension number and location.
b.	The DSN number and locations of the called party.
c.	A brief description of the trouble and the time it 

occurred. 

DIGITAL TELEPHONE SWITCHING
The DMS-100 digital switching system at Randolph AFB 
is designed to make it easier for you to carry out your job 
responsibilities. With the features this system provides, 
your telephone is capable of many sophisticated operations 
such as speed calling, setting up conference calls, and 
forwarding calls to  another extension. The features on your 
telephone have been selected to reflect your specific tele-
phone needs. With the exception of telephones coded for 
data use only, P-phones, and some electronic key systems, 
all base extensions are equipped with three basic features: 
call transfer, consultation hold, and 3-way calling. Elec-
tronic key system and P-Phone users should refer to their 
user guides for special feature operating instructions. For 
information about the features assigned to your instrument, 
call the HELP desk, 652-2015 opt. 1. Submit requests to 
add or delete features to your telephone, on AF Form 3215, 
C-4 Systems Requirements Document, through your TCO 
to 902 CS/SCXPR. All requests for features other than the 
basics must be adequately justified.

4.	Voice-data, facsimile, and graphic service in DSN 
will normally not exceed a continuous transmis-
sion time of 15 minutes nor total transmission of 
1 hour during normal business hours.

5.	Off-net extension of calls into the commercial 
system at a distant PBX/PABX is encouraged 
where such extension has been previously 
approved by the local authorities controlling the 
switchboard.

6.	Calls will be limited to the minimum time required 
to accomplish official business, normally not to 
exceed 5 minutes.

7.	 Calls of all DSN users, except those of certain 
National Command Authorities and Unified and 
Specified Commanders, are subject to preemp-
tion by calls of higher precedence. Preemption is 
the act of seizing the line from a lower precedence 
call to support higher precedence calls, and is 
automatically and randomly executed in the tele-
phone switching equipment.

8.	DSN will not be authorized for:
a.	Use directly or indirectly by any non-appro-

priated funds activities (clubs, exchange, and 
other unofficial activities) provided telephone 
service at base level except when approved by 
the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

b.	Unofficial or personal call.
c.	Calls within an installation, metropolitan area, 

or those confined geographical areas where 
other existing Government-provided local 
telephone service is adequate.

9.	Telephone Monitoring. DSN is for official use 
only and is subject to authorized monitoring  
(AFI 33-219).

THE DEFENSE SWITCHED NETWORK 
(DSN) SYSTEM
1.		 GENERAL. The DSN Network is the principle long-

haul, voice communications network within the Defense 
Communications System, providing unsecure direct 
distance dialing service worldwide through a system 
of Government-owned and leased automatic witching 
facilities. The purpose of DSN is to handle command 
and control, operations, intelligence, logistics, diplo-
matic, and administrative traffic.

2.		 PRECEDENCE. The Joint Uniform Telephone Com-
munications Precedence System is directed for use by 
all authorized users of voice communications facilities 
of the Department of Defense (DoD). It established a 
FLASH OVERRIDE capability, and the precedence 
designators of ROUTINE, PRIORITY, FLASH, 
IMMEDIATE. Precedence is the calling capability 
assigned to a DSN user terminal. Since the effective-
ness of the system depends upon the cooperation of 
the persons authorized to use it, users must be familiar 
with the purpose of each precedence category and the 
types of calls assigned the respective precedence.
a.	POLICY ON THE USE OF THE TELEPHONE 

PRECEDENCE SYSTEM.
1.	FLASH. Reserved for alerts, warnings or other 

emergency actions having immediate bearing on 
national, command or area security.

2.	 IMMEDIATE. Reserved for vital communications:
a.	 Having an immediate affect on tactical 

operations.
b.	Directly concerning safety or rescue operations.
c.	Affecting the intelligence community opera-

tional role.
3.	PRIORITY. Reserved for calls requiring prompt 

completion for national defense and security, the 
successful conduct of war, or safeguarding life or 
property, but do not require higher precedence. 
Normally, PRIORITY is the highest precedence that 
may be assigned to administrative matters for which 
speed of handling is of paramount importance.

4.	ROUTINE. Reserved for all other official office 
communications.

b.	USE OF DSN. Users are responsible for the proper 
use and control of DSN lines. Everyone’s cooperation 
will ensure better service and a higher completion 
rate of DSN calls, particularly those to international 
locations.
1.	 DSN is authorized for official communications only.
2.	DSN is restricted to only those calls that are 

essential, requiring a timeliness that cannot be

6.	 Volunteer your own assistance.

Quick Reference List
HOURS SUBJECT TO CHANGE
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1.	 Security. Communications security is the protection 
designed to deny unauthorized persons valuable 
information derivable through their possession and study of 
telecommunications, or to mislead unauthorized persons in 
their interpretation of the results of such a study. Telephone 
users are responsible for the security of information 
discussed over the telephone, as prescribed in AFI 31-401.

2.	 Brevity. For economy and maximum use of available 
facilities, telephone conversations should be as brief as 
possible. This is particularly true of long distance and 
DSN calls.

3.	 Authorized Use. Personal matters or unofficial 
business should NOT be discussed over telephones 
that are authorized for official business only.

Telephone Tips
1.	 When you receive a telephone call:

a.	Answer promptly.
b.	Identify yourself when answering.
c.	Speak distinctly and pleasantly. Hold mouthpiece 

well in front of lips.
d.	Avoid trite and abrupt phrases.
e.	Volunteer your assistance.
f.	 Request identity of caller only when necessary and 

in a tactful manner.
g.	Explain off-the-line delays.
h.	Take messages willingly. Write essential details on 

a suitable message form. Deliver promptly.
2.	 When you make a telephone call:

a.	Listen for dial tone. Dial carefully.
b.	Place the call yourself. Make sure you are on the line 

ready to talk when the called person is reached.
c.	Have the correct number in mind. Consult your 

directory.
d.	Identify yourself immediately to the first person 

answering the called telephone.
e.	Try to complete your business on one call by 

securing information or leaving a message.
f.	 Volunteer your extension and the best time to reach 

you in case you request a call-back.
g.	Keep your conversation brief and businesslike.

Long Distance Calls
1.	 Official long distance calls are paid by AETC 

appropriated communications funds. It is essential 
that these calls be held to the minimum. Every effort 
will be made to place calls over the DSN circuits or via 
toll-free numbers. Calls should be limited to 5 minutes 
or less and should be placed as station-to-station calls.

2.	 If placement of long distance calls via DSN cannot be 
accomplished, the Toll Free Information Operator will be 
contacted by dialing “0” and asking the base operator for 
“800” Information. If placement of a long distance call is 
necessary, the organizational telephone control officer 
will place the call using their assigned PIN #.

3.	 Incoming “collect” official calls will be accepted only 
after a billing number is obtained from the control 
officer of Command Post. The person accepting the 
call will call the control officer or Command Post on 
another line to obtain the billing number. The person 
accepting charges will then write the calling parties 
name, phone number and city they are calling from.

4.	 SOME PERSONAL CALLS MAY BE PLACED FROM 
BASE EXTENSIONS OR CLINIC EXTENSIONS. 
Public pay telephones are available for use in placing 
personal calls. Direct Distance Dialing (DDD) is 
available to the Base Housing Area (298 exchange) 
and the Del Rio exchanges by dialing “1,” plus Area 
Code, plus number. All long distance calls from base 
and hospital extensions must be placed through the 
Telephone Control Officer.

Nuisance and Threatening Calls
Malicious, threatening, abusive, indecent, annoying, 
or harassing telephone calls, including those in which 
obscene or profane language is used, are prohibited by 
state and federal laws. The following actions should be 
taken if you receive such a call:
1.	 Nuisance Calls:

a.	Make the caller identify himself. When a voice asks, 
“Who is this?” ask instead, “What number did you 
dial?” or “Who do you want?”

b.	If the caller remains silent after you answer, 
or makes any obscene or suggestive remarks,                      
HANG UP! If calls persist notify Security Police, 
exts. 5100/5555/5102. Furnish as much informa-
tion as possible about the call and the caller.

Its ultimate purpose is not only to secure your 
classified conversation but also those of a sensitive unclassified nature.

The base STE office is under the purview of the Base COMSEC Manager assigned to the 47th Communications Squadron. Address any questions concerning STE terminals or its keying 
material to COMSEC Manager at extensions 5700.
